While in Charleston I have worked out a deal with John Spence and Teddy Turner to have a “fresh bottom” put on your boat for $2,900. This includes sanding and prep, two coats of VC-Offshore or Baltoplate, or the bottom paint of your choice (2 coats) and sanded to 400 grit. This is an excellent deal and with the fair weather we enjoy in Charleston a great place to have a bottom done at a fair price in the winter. Let me stress that you do not have to have your bottom done or any other work to enjoy the benefits of this package.  I will move you into our secure yard and store you for FREE until I take you to the Truman Annex Facility or the yard of your choice in Key West.  

I will work closely with Fast Track Yacht Management and their team to coordinate the smooth transition of your boat from the trailer to the water.  All I do is the transportation and storage; the folks at Fast Track are very adept at putting your boat together and launching her.  After the regatta I will then move you back to Charleston to await the Charleston Race Week 2002 or onto the St. Pete NOOD 2002.  Where again I will work closely with Fast Track to facilitate a smooth transition to the water.  The program continues at SORC 2002 and then on to Charleston where there is a little extra-added bonus.  Bob J. will launch, step your rig and un-step and haul your boat for, you guessed it FREE for the Charleston Race Week 2002 Regatta.  At the end of the Charleston Race Week 2002 I will have your boat back to you within 2 weeks.  The sooner you sign up, the sooner I can get you on the schedule and start to save you some money.
